MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE OVERVIEW:
SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED ON CLASS “B” SITES:

The maintenance schedule for Class “B” sites is as follows: 

Aerating:
All Class “B” sites (except Lions Senior Filed and Lions Little Field) shall be core aerated during the month of May. Cores shall be left on site.

Both Lions Senior and Lions Little Field to be tine or slice aerated so that no cores are to be left on the fields.

Quote cost of aerating per area.

Liming:

All Class “B” sites shall be limed with dolomitic lime at a rate of 40 kg per 93 square meters. Liming shall be done in the spring or fall and shall not be done at the same time as fertilizing. 

Quote cost of lime application per area.

Fertilizing:

All Class “B” sites shall be fertilized in two (2) applications (May and September). The fertilizer shall be organic, with a N-P-K ratio of 4-1-2 or 3-1-2, with a minimum of 6% nitrogen, applied at the recommended rate for the product.

Quote cost of two (2) applications per area. List product(s) to be used.

Weed Control:
All Class “B” sites shall be inspected for weeds on or about August 30th. If broadleaf weed levels exceed 30% cover per square metre and greater than 10 dandelions are present per square meter, as determined by an acceptable counting method (e.g. Transect method or Grid Method with a minimum of 5 counts per site), chemical control may be required for a particular area. 

The herbicide selected shall be the least toxic product available, prepared at domestic class strength. It shall be effective and registered for the specific weed type and applied as a spot treatment wherever possible. 

If, in consultation with the Town, herbicide application is deemed necessary, the Town must be notified 48 hours in advance and the application must meet Provincial Department of Environment and Local Government regulations.

Quote cost of application per 100 square metres. List products to be used.

NOTE: PLEASE BE ADVISED THAT THERE ARE VINES GROWING ALONG THE FENCE AT THE VILLAGE GREEN AND TOURIST INFORMATION CENTRE. THEREFORE, HERBICIDE APPLICATION MUST NOT BE WITHIN 2 m OF THE FENCE.

Insect Control:

(A) Hairy Chinch Bug

All Class “B” shall be inspected for hairy chinch bug mid-July. If more than 100 chinch bugs are found per 0.1 m2, treatment may be required. 

Treatment shall be limited to diatomaceous earth and pyrethrin applied as a spot treatment wherever possible.

(B) White Grubs

All Class “B” sites shall be inspected for white grubs (i.e. larval stages of European chafer and/or June beetle) in early August. If more than 10 grubs are present per 0.1 m2 at the soil/thatch interface, treatment may be required. 

Treatment shall be applied in late August following a significant rainfall. If sufficient rainfall does not occur, application shall be made in early to mid September. 

Treatment shall be limited to carbaryl applied as a spot treatment wherever possible.

(C) Army Worms

All Class “B” shall be inspected for army worms if and when problems with army worms are reported in the area. If large numbers of army worms are found, insecticide treatment may be required. Treatment shall be limited to carbaryl applied as a spot treatment wherever possible.

If, in consultation with the Town, insecticide application is deemed necessary, the Town shall be notified 48 hours in advance and application must meet Provincial Department of Environment and Local Government regulations.

Quote cost of application per 100 m2 for each of the fore mentioned pests. 

SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED CLASS “C” SITES:

The maintenance schedule for Class “C” sites is as follows:

Fertilizing:

All Class “C” sites shall be fertilized in one (1) application (September). The fertilizer shall be organic, with a N-P-K ratio of 4-1-2 or 3-1-2, with a minimum of 6% nitrogen, applied at the recommended rate for the product.

Quote cost of one (1) application per area. List product(s) to be used.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Vendors shall be considered eligible to bid who have a practicing and current Pesticide Operator’s License to do business in the Province of New Brunswick and have been in business not less than one (1) year, are reputable, and have sufficient staff to respond to the Town’s needs.



4.
The Town shall make the final determination as to the acceptability of the bidders.



5.
The Town reserves the right to establish a Second supplier to ensure availability of service in the event the successful bidder is unable to respond to the Town’s requirements in a timely manner.



6.
The Vendor shall state three (3) references complete with names of contacts and phone numbers.



7.
INSURANCE:
Successful vendor shall be required to provide proof of General Liability,   Auto Liability and Pollution Liability Insurance Coverage in the amount of $1,000,000.00 for each claim which shall save harmless the Town from all suits and actions for damages and costs to which the Town may be put by reason of injury or the death of persons and damages to property resulting from negligence, carelessness or any other cause in the performance of this work.



8.
WORKERS’ COMPENSATION:
The Vendor shall furnish evidence in compliance with all requirements of the Workers’ Compensation Act of the Province of New Brunswick, including payment there under.

The Workers’ Compensation Act of New Brunswick requires employers who employ three (3) or more workers at any one time to register with the Workplace Health Safety Compensation Commission (WHSCC), following which the employer is furnished with a certificate which verifies registration in accordance with the Act  (Regulation 82-13 under the Workers’ Compensation Act).

The Contractor must comply with all regulations under the Occupational Health and Safety Act.



9.
OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH & SAFETY

The Vendor is required to comply with the Regulations Under the Occupational Health & Safety Act – Province of New Brunswick
The Act defines the minimum acceptable standard for health & safety to which the employers must comply.  A copy of the Act and the Regulations can be obtained by contacting the Occupational Health & Safety Commission (reference:  Regulation 91-191).  



10.
The term of the contract shall be for two (2) periods.  One period from date of award to October, 2002.  Second period from May – October, 2003.



11.
The Town reserves the right to extend this contract for an additional six (6) month period upon mutual consent and agreement of the Town and the Vendor.



12.
Vendors are required to submit a monthly invoice on the first day of each month for the work carried out in the previous month. Payment of invoices will be made within 30 days and the HST registration number with HST amount is to be provided on invoices.  If you are not registered for purposes of HST then your submitted quote will include all taxes including HST, if applicable. Invoices shall be directed to the Town of Grand Bay-Westfield, P.O. Box 3001, Grand Bay-Westfield, N.B., E5K 4V3,  ATTENTION:  Recreation Director.



13.
The lowest or any tender not necessarily accepted.



14.
A Performance Bond in the form of a certified cheque made payable to the Town of Grand Bay-Westfield and in the amount of 5% of the accepted bid will be required.  Failure to accept the order for or to provide the service in compliance with the scope and terms and conditions of this tender will result in cancellation of the contract and forfeiture of the performance bond to the Town.  The Performance Bond will be held by the Town until the contract is fully completed.



15.
Notification of individuals who are on the Department of Environment and Local Government Pesticide Application Notification List is the responsibility of the vendor.



16.
The Vendor must clearly post the treatment area at all points of access with a sign(s) approved by the Pesticide Management Unit prior to the commencement of any pesticide treatment. The sign(s) must not be removed for a period of 24 hours and then promptly be removed by the Vendor 48 hours following treatment.



17.
A Performance Bond in the form of a certified cheque made payable to the Town of Grand Bay-Westfield and in the amount of 5% of the accepted bid will be required.  Failure to accept the order for or to provide the service in compliance with the scope and terms and conditions of this tender will result in cancellation of the contract and forfeiture of the performance bond to the Town.  The Performance Bond will be held by the Town until the contract is fully completed.



18.
The successful contractor will be required to schedule and carry out the required work in cooperation with the Recreation Director to ensure the maintenance services do not interfere with the scheduled use of areas.  Example:  Ballgames, Special Events or other maintenance during the day.
